RAILWAY SOCIETY’S MODEL RAILWAY AND TOY EXHIBITION 

A Mid Wales railway society will be holding a model railway and toy exhibition in Corris, near Machynlleth from August 28-30.

Corris Railway Society will have 15 layouts and displays ranging in scale from N to G, representing British and overseas railways, together with trams.

There will also be a Corris Railway Society sales stand and one for the Corris’ Locomotive Appeal. The event is being staged in Corris School Hall, adjacent to the Railway Station.

A seven and a quarter inch miniature line will give rides to visitors of all ages in the school grounds. The exhibition will be open between 10.30 a.m. and 5.30 p.m. and admission will cost £2.50 for adults, £1.50 for seniors, £1.00 for children and £6.00 for a family of two adults and two children. There is disabled access.

The railway itself will be running with trains leaving for Maespoeth Junction every hour on the hour between 11am and 4pm. At Maespoeth, rolling stock will be accessible in the yard for any narrow gauge modelling enthusiasts who wish to get up close with cameras. Also open will be the Corris Railway Museum in the old stable block in the station yard.

Discounts on train travel are available to those who also visit the exhibition.
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
