Organisers are aiming high with the attractions being lined up for a major summer event in Machynlleth.
 

The Falcons Parachute Display Team will be dropping in on Machynlleth Air Day (MAD), which is planned for Tuesday, August 17 on the town's rugby and football pitches.
 

The event will also see the launch, under strict supervision, of chemical rockets, which have been designed by around 40 local schoolchildren. MAD opens at 11am and rocket launching takes place between 4pm and 6.30pm. Entry is £5 for adults and £2 for children.
 

There will also be a falconry display by local falconer Barry MacDonald, a display of vintage tractors by John Burge, fun games organised by Machynlleth Golf Club and a wide range of stalls.
 

MAD is being organised jointly by Machynlleth Rotary Club and the local Royal Air Forces Association. Any profit made will be divided between Mid Wales Air Ambulance, Help the Heroes and other good charitable causes.
 

There will also be a tea dance for invited senior citizens to mark the 70th anniversary of the Battle of Britain. Women's Institute members are providing the food and Machynlleth Guides and Brownies will be the waitresses.
 

In addition, live music will be playing all day on a stage at the event and, in the evening, at the White Lion Hotel.

The four Rotarians behind the event are Rotarians Anthony Rhodes, David Inglestone, Malcolm Quick and Gwyndaf Griffiths. 

 

"We are looking to put on an event for the community, which provides great value for money and appeals to people of all ages," said Mr Rhodes. 

 

"Dave Inglestone and I have been visiting the local high school to talk to children about rocket science. We see it as a way of instilling science into children in a practical way. 

 

"Rocket making is one of Dave's hobbies and I am particularly interested in rockets since I was boy."

 

In a double celebration for Machynlleth, the event coincides with the 20th birthday of Bro Ddyfi Leisure Centre.
