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TRAVELLERS NOW BETTER INFORMED ABOUT EVENTS IN WALES
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The Welsh Assembly Government’s public transport information service has teamed up with a tourism organisation to provide a comprehensive list of events for people travelling around Wales. 

Traveline Cymru has struck an agreement with Tourism Wales, an independent organisation representing hundreds of tourism businesses across the Principality, to access a database of events.

The online link-up between the organisations has saved Traveline Cymru staff days of work searching for information about events across Wales.

Jo Foxall, Traveline Cymru’s marketing manager, said the organisation had recently redeveloped its website - www.travelinecymru.info  - which includes sections for What’s on in Wales, Discover Wales and Special Events. 

“We were manually researching event information from all the local authority areas in Wales to populate our What’s on in Wales pages every week,” she said. “Thanks to the link up with Tourism Wales, we now have a feed which we can access that covers events for the whole of Wales. 
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“It’s fantastic for us because it saves so much staff time. It adds an extra dimension to the information that we provide to our customers.

“Traveline Cymru draws together the all the timetable information for all modes of travel in Wales to provide more joined up journey information to the travelling public. 

“Tourism is one of the key areas that we focus on and our aim is to be a one stop shop for travel information to anywhere in Wales.”

Val Hawkins, Tourism Wales’ chief executive, explained that the organisation is contracted by tourism partnerships to compile online event information for South, Mid and North Wales.

“We are delighted that this information is now reaching an even wider audience through Traveline Cymru,” she added.

She encouraged all event organisers across Wales to send their information to Tourism Wales via info@tourismwales.co.uk for inclusion on regional events websites, which have links to many other national and UK tourism and hospitality sites.
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“When organisers send us details of their events, they are getting national and international exposure on 45 consumer websites through multiple channel distribution,” said Mrs Hawkins.

The website is popular with Tourist Information Centres, community groups, individual tourism businesses, visitors and local people who are seeking an up to date list of events in the region.
